QUI A TUE DADA ?
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Puisant dans les archives du mouvement
(témoignages filmés et écrits, échanges
épistolaires, revues, tracts, photos...), ce
documentaire-collage évoque les grandes
étapes de l'aventure collective que fat DADA.

Retracant le parcours de certains de ses
protagonistes, ce film au ton décalé raconte
I'histoire mouvementée des différents « foyers
» de création DADA comme celle de leur
connection en rhizdme. De ses prémices a
Paris et New-York vers 1910, de sa
constitution en tant que “mouvement” sous
'impulsion premiére de Hugo Ball au Cabaret
Voltaire en 1916 a Zurich, jusqu’a sa
propagation aux quatre coins du globe (Berlin,
Paris, New-York, Barcelone, le Japon....) dont
Tristan Tzara, Richard Huelsenbeck et
Francis Picabia furent les principaux
architectes, ce film restitue I'importance de
DADA, premiére internationale provocatrice et
subversive, qui constitue un moment
fondateur de notre modernité.

WHO KILLED DADA ?

Through the work of some of its leading
figures, this filmed collage with its off-key tone
evokes the turbulent history of the Dada
movement and its different creative "pockets".
Using elements taken from the archives of the
movement (filmed accounts, photos,
periodicals and printed works,
correspondence between artists, etc.), this
documentary retraces the first steps of the
movement from its launch in Zurich in 1916 at
the Cabaret Voltaire and its subsequent global
expansion through to the progressive mutation
of the "dada virus" in the middle of the
1920s... Lambasting war-like imperialism and
the world's commercialisation through its use
of "anti-art" and "new beauty" along with the
invention of other artistic practices (sound
poetry, happenings, automatic writing,
photomontage, rayography, et.) Dada, the first
provocative and subversive international
movement, was a key moment in the modern
age.
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
